The quilt size is 53 x 70 and the fabric requirements are spelled out in a chart on the
following page.

You will be using three different fabrics including your background fabric. 1’m making
this design in scrappy however it looks pretty good non scrappy. The colors we will be
working with are red, white and navy blue; white being the background fabric. I will list
the fabric requirements in yardage but if you are going scrappy just purchase the
equivalent yardage in fabric quarters. If you are buying FQ’s keep your colors in the
same or close tone. Remember it’s your quilt but follow my directions if you want the
same results as the mystery quilt.

Yardage is based on 40” wide with 1/8 — ¥4 yard added for cutting errors or pre-wash
shrinkage.
